Experiment 3 Exhaled air (1) Discussion - answers

I Oxygen is necessary for burning to take place.

2 Using  jars as described in Respiration p.1.04, the candle in the jar of atmospheric air will burn for about 15-20 seconds; in the exhaled air it will probably go out at once.

This suggests that exhaled air contains less oxygen than atmospheric air.

3 The results suggest that some of the oxygen has been removed from the air during the process of breathing. 

4 The lungs will have removed some of the oxygen from the air. This oxygen is carried in the blood stream to the tissues where it is used to oxidise glucose (or other substances) to release energy in the process of respiration.
